o An application/registration fee of $100 per family. This fee is non-refundable.

o Book Usage and Student Activity Fees of $70 per student. This fee is non-refundable is due by July 31st.  This
global fee covers lab fees, weekly readers, supplies, enrichment class textbooks, art and music supplies, and student
admittance to home games. It does not cover individual sports equipment, private lessons, field trip costs, tournaments
and competition fees.

The first tuition payment will be due on August 1.
A check returned for insufficient funds (NSF) will be charged a fee of $30.00

e  All accounts are due and payable on the first day of each month, unless prior arrangements have been made. A late fee
of 10% per month will be charged if tuition is not received by the 5" of each month.

e Any accounts over 30 days will be subject to the student being held from the classroom unless arrangements are made
through the school office. Report cards and any other school records will be held until accounts are current.
